So far the project has confirmed cooperation and participation with a new candidate
for NEBS who has already entered the first round of the Probleu such as IES Lagoa de
Antela de Xinzo with which this year (regardless of whether or not our project is
accepted in the Probleu) we will have a cultural exchange and ideas and lines of work
for two days, May 23 in Rianxo and June 19 in Xinzo. These exchanges may continue
in the 2024-2025 academic year with similar actions.

The main objective of this project is to analyze the risks and consequences of the increase in water temperature on the natural environment, the landscape, the fauna and the local vegetation as well as its inhabitants and the activities they carry out.

The rest of the 356 students corresponding to the levels of Compulsory Secondary Education, High School and Vocational Training, could be part of specific action or didactic interventions directly, through collaborations or new additions arrived by proposed activities of the center's teaching staff; and indirectly in that any educational activity carried out in the center always has some kind of effect on the rest of the community.

	2 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: The exchange of experiences with IES Lagoa de Antela de Xinzo de Limia makes us estimate that the direct impact through the visit to both locations will be on an approximate number of 100 students including both schools.
On the other hand, the direct impact between the two centers is greater than 500 students.
Given the possibility of establishing possible collaborations with other centres, it is not possible to confirm this section. However, from the project we value the possible collaborations with the primary education centers of our locality: C.E.I.P. Alfonso Rodríguez Castelao, C.E.I.P. Ana María Diéguez and C.E.P. José Mª Brea Segade.
On the other hand, it should also be noted that the project envisages being able to extend collaboration with foreign educational centers through the didactic actions programmed within the ERASMUS+ network.
	3 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: The families of the students and the rest of the community of Rianxo will be the object of our work, both as direct actors through the didactic proposals and indirectly by participating in the festival collected in the final phase of it.
The teaching staff of other subjects and levels at our school: compulsory education, high school and professional training may join the project with specific didactic proposals during the course or those already programmed and presented in this document.
We integrate the project with those others, with a successful trajectory in the center, promoted by the Library, the EDLG, Erasmus+, Igualdade, Biocultura and TIL. We'll also try to do with local public and private entities such as Rianxo Council or JEALSA Corporation; educational and scientific ones such as the Rianxo Sea Museum, Gciencia or the Galician Society of Natural History; local associations such as Mulleres Salgadas and collaborating entities in Diversity Week such as AMIPA or AMICOS 


	2 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: We consider that this aspect can represent one of the strengths of our center.
We count the actions of attention to diversity that the teachers develop in the classrooms as established by the current educational law. Added to this are all the contributions made by the Department of Educational Guidance.
Among the center's educational offer, we have professional training in Care for people in a situation of dependency, which reinforces the extensive experience in educational actions in favor of diversity, as evidenced annually by the participation of different entities in Diversity Week.
In the face of possible mobility problems, please note that many of the scheduled activities will take place in the Biology and Physics and Chemistry laboratories, computer classrooms or in the multifunctional and multidisciplinary makerspace of Polos Creativos. All these spaces are on the ground floor with the exception of the Audiovisual Studio which can be accessed by lift.

	1 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: As a public school, IES Félix Muriel has one of its basic principles to carry out an educational practice based on the principles of equality, equity, diversity and equal opportunities. That’s why the didactic actions always take into account the situation of the students in fact that avoids any type of social, intellectual or economic barrier. In fact, the center has contributed to the realization of activities with students in difficult financial situations, with contributions so that they are not deprived of doing them in the event that they involve an economic expense for the families.
In addition to the aspects already indicated in section 3.2, it should be noted that other barriers such as linguistic ones are greatly reduced considering that there are 5 (Galician, Spanish, English, French and Portuguese) that are learned at the center. Also, there are experiences (currently there is a professional in this regard) with sign language translators for students with such needs.

	1 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: As we have been doing with the materials of the NEBS AO Xeito project, access to the materials is public through the Agueiro corporate portal where we will enable a space for use. 
All the didactic activities provided for in this document are considered from their curricular integration based on strategies, instruments and assessment criteria, content and methodologies. They do not start from the conception of a single subject, but many of them have a multidisciplinary character in their entirety focused from a joint performance of different subjects such as Xª and Hª, Mathematics, Galician Language and Literature, Physics and Chemistry and Technology.
These actions are facilitated by the center through the preparation of teachers' schedules that favor the completion of joint tasks by the students.
In the official didactic programs of the didactic subjects and departments, reference will be made to them and they will be published on the corresponding corporate platforms.

	2 Maximum 1500 characters including spaces: Taking into account that the Probleu proposes the creation of OER materials, in this project we are committed to making the didactic materials and their results public and accessible.
The promotion and dissemination of the project will be carried out through the center's formal communication channels, such as its website.
The social networks will be another space for the promotion and dissemination of the project through the use of accounts in different networks such as X, Facebook, YouTube, Tik-Tok, etc.
Enablement of an institutional digital space (Agueiro) with open access and downloadable content as long as its licenses allow it.
In addition to making the educational resources available to the Probelu consortium for its repository, participation in the NEBS meetings and webinars will be another space for the promotion and dissemination of the didactic proposals and the results of the project.
Finally, as stated in the project schedule, the final phase and the festival that will be held will facilitate access to the local community in general, but also to the surrounding educational community, which will be notified of the holding of different events throughout the process.

	1 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: The project's contribution to the Mission "Restoring our ocean and waters by 2030" will not be a novelty but a reinforcement of the center's trajectory with all the actions that have been carried out: a greenhouse with recycled material and a solar panel, a space for composting, carbon fixation through plant and flora cultivation, awareness campaigns, recycling and the decided commitment to digitization.
The project acts from the community's awareness of the risks of not opting for new models of development respectful of the environment through the study of data generating knowledge through oceanic culture and interacting with citizens and interested parties through disclosure and diffusion of our actions.
Participating in direct actions on the environment such as the #EUBeachCleanup 2024; or with the use of recycling material: plastics, wood, fabrics or cardboard for the realization of programmed materials in the didactic activities.

	2 Maximum 1000 characters including spaces: So far the project has confirmed cooperation and participation with a new candidate for NEBS who has already entered the first round of the Probleu such as IES Lagoa de Antela de Xinzo with which this year (regardless of whether or not our project is accepted in the Probleu) we will have a cultural exchange and ideas and lines of work for two days, May 23 in Rianxo and June 19 in Xinzo. These exchanges may continue in the 2024-2025 academic year with similar actions.
In addition, as an Erasmus+ center, our center is spreading the NEBS as a collaboration in some of the activities of this project with centers in Rijeka, Croatia and Galway, Ireland
Finally, we will also seek to open lines of collaboration with the private education centers in our locality as well as with other centers in our environment.
